on our 2035 land use plan map. The map will show what land uses the Town wa
to see in specific areas. This is not the same as the zoning map or the zoning of
property. A proposed land use, in some cases, will be different from the current
zoning, which can be different from the current use. For example, there are area
the Town that are zoned roadside commercial, but that are currently used as
agricultural, and in the proposed land use plan they show up as roadside
commercial. This revised map went to the Town Board for approval at the Janua
meeting.

We have also worked on a conceptual road plan map for 2035, which will give th
Plan Commission and Town Board guidance on planning for future roads. Enhar
traffic flow, emergency vehicle access, and safety were some of the criteria we u
to develop the road plan. The road plan map went to the Town Board for approvi
the January meeting also.

All residents have the opportunity to give us feedback on this map and the entire
comprehensive plan at any of our meetings, which take place on the third Thurs(
of each month at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Hall, and at any of the events listed belo
you have questions, concerns, or want to provide iplegise do so at your earliest
conveniencePlease do not wait until the last minute to voice your concerns. We ¢
on a rather strict timeline as the state grant period ends in early June. If we do n
have an adopted plan, we risk losing grant money and being forced to spend
thousands of extra dollars to adopt a plan. State statutes require the plan.

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& CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
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Notes from the Chair

We have received our first tax bills after undergoing our recent reassessment. No one
looks forward to the bill, but it appears that the required reassessment did bring our
values in line with the State requirements. We have contracted with the assessor to
keep our assessments current for the next several years. If there are individual
problems, you will be able to address those with the assessor each year as part of our
contract.

The Soccer and Baseball Clubs as well as the Town are in the initial stages of
planning a major project, the building of a new Town concession stand with
bathrooms and storage, which will require time, money, and cooperation. As spring
approaches, those parties will be asking for help to get the project accomplished.
Contact them and/or the Town Hall if you can help, and we will surely find
something for you to do.

With that in mind, there are Park projects that will need to be accomplished such as
putting a backstop screen behind the large ball diamond. We are looking at the need
for a part-time Park Superintendent to help coordinate all these matters. In the past
this was an unpaid position, but the duties are such that we will likely have to pay
someone for their time. That issue is being discussed with the Parks Committee, and
we hope to have someone in place in the near future. If anyone has an interest,
contact the Town or a Park Board member.

Administrative Committee

The committee is now involved with the selection of a building inspector for the
Town. We authorized the replacement of the East Town Hall doors to include a key
access system to allow the clubs that are using the property to gain access to the
defibrillator stored inside the Town Hall. The committee also took action to make the
Town Code and Assessment information available to the public at the Town Hall. It
should be there for anyone to look at within the next few months, at the latest.

Plan Commission

The number of items before the Commission has declined lately, which may be a
reflection of the economy. However, we will be moving ahead with finalizing
approvals for the operation of the golf course and finishing our review of the Smart
Growth process, which has been ongoing.

Gene Eggert has agreed to continue acting as our Zoning Administrator at no cost to
the Town. He will spend time reviewing matters that come into the office, but the

bulk of the work and recommendations is now done by our staff and the firm Yaggy
Colby, which we hired to perform those duties. We have had one year’s experience
with that arrangement, and it seems the office is meeting our needs and expectations.
We will continue the arrangement in 2008.

Update from Our Emergency Management Director

Over the past year, | had the opportunity to take several more classes and training
sessions in NIMS, which is the National Incident Management System, and training
put on by Wisconsin Emergency Management. Every police, sheriff, fire, and
emergency management department is being required by the federal government to
participate in NIMS training. The consequence of not doing this is that in the future,
the Town would not be eligible for federal grant money for emergency management.

The Town began its address sign program back in October 2003. The phased-in
installation of the entire Town began in May 2007. The area south of Hwy 167 and
east of Hwy 83 was in the project area last year. Only a portion of the area’s signs
were installed due to the road crew being busy with other projects and the difficulty
we had in getting utilities marked, due to SMP’s other commitments. Installation of
those signs will continue this year. A second project area will also begin this year. All
of Hartford’s fire district area will receive signs. This will include part of Hwy 83,

and Hwy 167, and areas north. The area in the Ashippun fire district is projected to
receive signs in 2009. Because of the decision to install signs throughout the Town, |
will not be taking individual orders for signs, except for newly constructed
residences. Please keep these signs visible for our emergency resgorglars.

violation of Town ordinances to move, remove, or otherwise modify them

I am also following the radio update program planned for Washington County and its
radio system. It is slated to go online sometime in 2009. The consultants have
recommended a trunked VHF system. The county will be footing the bill to change
over all the police dispatch centers in the county, which include Hartford,
Germantown, West Bend, and the sheriff’'s department. We will be able to purchase
radios for the bid price the county will get from a provider, which has not been
chosen as of yet. | am still going through FCC information, but in 2013, there is a
federal mandate in which radio users must change from wide band to narrow band.
This may make our current radios unusable. Getting in on the startup of the county
system will go a long way toward solving the communications inoperability problem,
and allow us to communicate with our neighboring communities. It will also give us
some input into how the system is implemented.

I am also working on a public works intergovernmental cooperation similar to one
being used by some surrounding communities. | may have something to take to the
Town Board in a few months. If we are able to secure mutual aid agreements with our
neighbors, we will all be able to help each other out when a disaster overwhelms one
community’s resources.

Severe weather watches and warnings

Spring will be here very soon, and | wanted to take the opportunity to remind you
about severe weather watches and warnings.

A Severe Thunderstorm Watsteans that conditions are favorable for the formation

of severe storms, with damaging winds, dangerous lightening, and large hail.
A Severe Thunderstorm Warningeans these conditions are occurring. Take shelter.

A Tornado Watchmeans conditions are favorable for the formation of tornados. Be alert
and prepared to take shelter.

A Tornado Warningneans that a tornado has been spotted, or that Doppler radar
indicates a thunderstorm circulation which can spawn a tornado. When a tornado
warning is issuedAKE SHELTER IMMEDIATELY

Go to the lowest level of your home or building, and stay away from windows. A
weather alert radio would be an excellent way to help protect yourself and your family.
They can be purchased at many electronics stores.

Just a reminder. There are no tornado warning sirens in the Town of Erin. Some of you
in the far southwest portion of the Town may be able to hear the siren located in
Alderley, in the Town of Ashippun.

Burning Ordinance

With spring around the corner, many people will be burning off the old grass and
burning the prairies. Keep the following advice in mind. Copies of the Town’s burning
ordinance are available from the Town, but here are the main points:

S No burning permits are required.

S When fire danger is high, very high, or severe, all outdoor burning will be
banned (this includes fireworks) by order of the Emergency Management
Director or Town Chairman. Outdoor cooking (i.e., grills) is an exemption.

At any time of year:

S Open fires must be attended.

S The Fire Department or preferably the Sheriff’s Department must be notified
of any bonfire in excess of 10 ft diameter or if a large area of grass is burned
(i.e., over ¥ acre).

S Fires cannot be started on the roadway surface, and only leaves and grass can be
burned in the right-of-way.

S The burning of garbage, plastics, rubber, treated wood, petroleum products, or

anything that emits noxious or toxic odors?ROHIBITED . The DNR already
bans the burning of these items as they pose a health hazard to residents if
burned.

Our local fire departments wanted me to take the opportunity to ask Town residents to
make sure their driveways stay clear for emergency vehicles. This is particularly
important on very long driveways, or driveways that have brush, trees, or low-hanging
branches that get in the way. Fire trucks and ambulances need the space to avoid
damaging your trees, and their equipment.

Have a pleasant spring and a safe and happy summer.
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Preserving your Photos
and Important Papers

Saving your family’s photos and genea-
logy papers means knowing the rules of
archiving. If you want to be able to pass
down your ancestors’ pictures, letters, or
land deeds, they must be preserved
correctly.

Make multiple copies of important docu-
ments and photos and share them so
that in case of a fire, flood, or other
disaster, there will be survivors. (The
families in Wheatland and Kenosha
never thought there would be a winter
tornado, but look what happened this
January!)

Heat and humidity are enemies of paper,
photographs, film, and most other things
we want to save, so store them in a
cool, dry place with consistent temper-
ature and humidity levels. Attics and
basements are usually the worst places
for storage. The best places are the
rooms you live in.

Place important papers in individual
plastic sleeves so that they can be read
without damaging them. Natural oils in
our fingers, even when they are clean,
will hasten deterioration. Archival boxes,
papers, and plastics will solve most
preservation problems, but be sure to
get them from reputable dealers.

All these tips will help you keep your
ancestors’ things in good shape to pass
down to your children and to their
children. When you are making copies of
these important photos and papers,
consider making an additional copy for
the Historical Society. We will preserve
them in our files also. With the many
self-serve photo machines at print shops
and stores such as Walgreens and Wal
Mart, you can easily print extra copies of
any photo without having to have the
negatives.

What's New in the Erin School District?
Taxes, levies, and reassessment

The state budget recently approved by the legislature did not include an increase in
funding for equalization aid to school districts. Instead, the new state budget
redirected a proposed increase in school funding to increase funding for the school
tax levy credit. Consequently, the School District will have a $175,398 reduction in
equalization aid this year. The impact of this reduction in state aid is an increase in
the School District's tax levy and tax rate.

While the increase in the school tax levy credit mitigates the impact of the increase
in our tax rate by a few pennies at best, this indirect funding of public education by
the state has contributed to an increase in our tax rate.

This year some Erin residents saw a jump in their taxes compared with past years.
To start with, the Town underwent a reassessment that resulted in the taxes being
equally adjusted based on new assessed property values. Properties that had been
under-assessed were brought up to current assessments. This resulted in the
properties that are in the Erin School District’s equalized value increasing by $21.9
million in the Erin School District and $33.4 million in Erin Township overall. The
cost of the different taxing identities was then spread equally over those values,
resulting in everyone paying according to the value of their property.

The Erin School is just one of the taxing identities that was placed on a significant
portion of the Erin Town residents. Part of the Town residents belong to the Friess
Lake School District, Hartford J1, and the Richfield School District. The breakdown
on the amount levied for each K-8 school district that feeds into the Hartford Union
High School can be seen in the table on page 11.
