Road Projects and Other News from the Highway Dept.

The 2007 paving projects are complete. Wolf Paving from Delafield was low bidder
and selected to do the job.

Shannon Road was paved from Hwy CC west to Hwy K, Roosevelt Road was paved
from Hwy 83 west to Clare Lane, and Washington Road was paved from Roosevelt
Road to the Town line. This amounts to just under 4 miles of pavement.

These roads had binder asphalt done in 2005 and 2006. Surface asphalt was done this
year, which is the common practice. Washington County Highway Department did the
striping and the Erin Highway Department did the shouldering. We hope you are all
pleased with the results.

The 2008 road paving and other projects are yet to be determined.

Winter is fast approaching so here are a few notes and ideas for safety and
preventative maintenance: Keeping your mailbox clear of foliage can help it dry

quicker and therefore keep the post from rotting. Keeping snow away from your
mailbox will have the same effect, and it will also make your mailbox more visible to
snowplow operators. Reflective tape can also be helpful. These are things that can help
prevent repairs in freezing temperatures. It takes 6 hours for plow trucks to complete
their respective routes one time, so please be patient. When driving near plow trucks
use common sense and caution, and use your headlights during snow events. Please
yield whenever possible to snow removal equipment.

Christmas trees should be butt end to the road by January 14, 2008 at 7:00 a.m. for
pickup.

Road crew safety is becoming a major concern. People are still driving too fast when
passing your Town Road Crew. We ask that you PLEASE SLOW DOWN. We thank
you for your patience and cooperation.

The Highway Department is seeking applications for part-time snow plow drivers.
Applicants must have a class B CDL license with air brake endorsement. Experience is
preferred but we are willing to train the right candidate.

The Ashippun Fire Department had also applied for a federal grant to purchase and
install address signs in their fire district. For 2007, they did not receive a grant, but
will reapply again for 2008. Their fire district will be done after a decision on the
new grant application is reached. If they receive the grant, we will be able to obtain
and install signs in Ashippun’s fire district at no charge to the Town.

In the course of ordering address signs, and going out and looking at roads and
addresses, | have found that some things done in the past make existing addresses
and road names in some areas confusing. Addresses used to be assigned based on the
position of the home, instead of the location of the driveway. This makes for areas
where the addresses run out of sequential order. Also in the past, private outlot roads

This has caused situations where in some cases there are no address numbers that ca
assigned to parcels that need them. These deficiencies have been corrected by an
ordinance | authored last year. Addresses are assigned by driveway position, so every
residence runs sequentially, and outlot private roads with four or more residences on
them must have a road name and street sign, and addresses on that road. There have
been a few instances where addresses must be changed. | have attempted to change
addresses as residences are sold. There are some instances, however, where the Tow
cannot wait and must renumber residences.The homeowners will be notified and we wi
try to work out a solution. The goal is to make it easier for emergency crews to find a
residence.

Refund

With the Town Board decision to provide address signs to every residence in the Town
by appropriating money in the Town budget, it was decided that it would be fairest if the
Town returned money to the residents who VOLUNTARILY purchased an address sign.
Those who had signs installed as part of the construction of a new residence are not
eligible. The Town is offering a refund of $30 ($10 went to install the sign). The
deadline to request a refund is December 31, 2007. Mail, email, or drop off your reques
to the Town Hall. Please include your name, address, and telephone number.

Reminder

While the Town has discontinued brush pickup, | encourage you to make use of the
brush dropoff at the Town’s dump site or recycle. Copies of the Town’s burning
ordinance are available from the Town, but here are the main points:

No burning permits are required.

When fire danger is high, very high, or severe, all outdoor burning will be
banned (this includes fireworks) by order of the Emergency Management
Director or Town Chairman. Outdoor cooking (i.e., grills) is an exemption.
For such a ban, | will notify the Sheriff's Department and local radio stations.
Notices will also be found on the Town posting boards, and on the Town’s
website at www.erintownship.com.

At any time of year:

S Open fires must be attended.

S The Fire Department or preferably the Sheriff's Department must be notified
of any bonfire in excess of 10 ft diameter or if a large area of grass is burned
(i.e., over ¥ acre).

S Fires cannot be started on the roadway surface, and only leaves and grass can
burned in the right-of-way.

S The burning of garbage, plastics, rubber, treated wood, petroleum products, or

anything that emits noxious or toxic odors?ROHIBITED . The DNR already
bans the burning of these items as they pose a health hazard to residents if
burned.

Business Profile: Wings Professional Massage Therapy
